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Neda Donat-Krivokapić was born in Hercegovac (Croatia) in 1959. She finished her primary and secondary school in Croatia and Federal Republic of Germany. With a Czech government scholarship she enrolled at Charles University in Prague, Faculty of Philosophy, Czech and German languages (a five year program). She graduated in 1985. She also finished Vietnamese at the same faculty. 

In 2000, she finished her MA studies at the Faculty of Philology in Belgrade – Language and Linguistic Studies – and gained her MA diploma having defended her MA thesis German Translations of the Mountain Wreath, written by Petar Petrović Njegoš. 
Ms Donat-Krivokapić has taught German at the University of Montenegro ever since 1993/94. First she was a teaching assistant at the Maritime Faculty, 1993/4 - 2000, and in 2000 she became a lecturer in German at the Faculty of Tourism and Hospitality in Kotor. And subsequently in 2004, Ms Donat-Krivokapić was chosen a senior German lecturer at the same faculty. Since 2013/14 till now she has been teaching Methodology of German language teaching at the Faculty of Philosophy, Nikšić, at the specialised academic studies (in the seventh and the eighth semesters). Meanwhile, from 1999/2000 till 2009/10 she also taught at the Institute of Foreign Languages in Podgorica. 
Her further professional development in German for specific purposes and Methodology of German language teaching has included several study trips to Germany – Lubeck, Kiel, and further education at Heinrich Heine Unievristy in Dusseldorf. She has written one monography, and 25 scientific and professional papers. She has translated a serial of important books in the field of economy and tourism - from and to the German. She has also taken part in many domestic and international scientific conferences and symposia.

She defended her PhD thesis Teaching German in Montenegro between 1865 and 1945 (mentored by Professor Dr. Vesna Berić-Đukić from the Faculty of Philosophy, University of  Novi Sad ) on 14th November 2012 at the Faculty of Philosophy in Nikšić.
The doctoral dissertation makes an important contribution to the history of the educational system in Montenegro and to the understanding of the diachronic phenomenon of foreign language teaching in Montenegro, so important for better understanding of the synchronic development of languages.

Between 1998 and April 2017 she was a court interpreter for the Czech and German languages. She has also been a simultaneous and consecutive translator for years and since 2016 she has been an external associate of the Examination Centre of Montenegro for the German language.
