ATTENTION FOR INCOMING EXCHANGE STUDENTS:
METU will accept graduate students for exchange only if:

a) They agree to take structured courses at our institution. Or,

b) They find a Research Supervisor at METU (by themselves) who is ready to accept to work with the student on their research topic. In this case, the student should submit an acceptance letter from the agreed supervisor during the application period to ICO. Please note that it is not possible for ICO to assign academic supervisors to students who want to conduct research or thesis work at METU. Moreover, graduate students have to complete their thesis work with their advisor from their home institutions. Supervisors at METU cannot be their main or co-advisor for their thesis work. They can only guide students during their exchange semester at METU. 
ATTENTION FOR SUPERVISORS AT METU:
Before accepting to work with incoming exchange students on their thesis, we kindly ask our academic staff to consider the following aspects:
a) Incoming exchange students will study at METU only for 1 semester of 1 academic year and they will have a short period of time to study with their supervisors at METU.

b) Incoming exchange students will already have their thesis advisor at their home institutions and they will finish their thesis with their main advisor. Supervisors at METU can only guide students for one semester or one academic year with partial research activities, literature reviews etc. The scope of these activities can be determined by the supervisors at METU.

c) Supervisors at METU cannot be these students’ advisor or co-advisor for their thesis. As they visit METU only for an exchange program, these students cannot register their thesis to the YÖK system as the regular METU students do. This prevents supervisors at METU to be their official advisors. Therefore, accepting to study with exchange students for their thesis is significantly different than the doing the same thing for regular METU students. 
d) In case these students are accepted by a supervisor at METU, they must be registered to M. S. Thesis or PhD Dissertation courses of their supervisor. At the end of the semester, they either pass or fail as a result of the evaluation of their supervisors and receive a transcript with the related courses. In some cases, they may need to receive a signed final report from their supervisors which summarizes the activities completed throughout the semester for their home institution. 
Please submit this document as a part of your application, if you wish to conduct research at METU during your exchange period. Without the sufficient confirmation, METU reserves the right to exclude graduate students from conducting research or thesis work.
