snowdrift- a mass or bank of snow piled up by the wind.
hibernation-an inactive state resembling deep sleep in which certain animals living in cold climates pass the winter. In hibernation, the body temperature is lowered and breathing and heart rates slow down. Hibernation protects the animal from cold and reduces the need for food during the season when food is scarce.
plunge-fall, decrease
emaciated-very thin especially from disease or hunger or cold
remote-distant
rescuer-a person who rescues (saves) you from harm or danger
scrape (from)-remove something
windscreen-the windshield of a motor vehicle.
wrapped in-covered with something
hypothermia-abnormally low body temperature.
elk- a large reddish-brown or grayish deer
nutrition-the science or study that deals with food and nourishment, especially in humans.
sceptical-doubting, marked by doubt; questioning
