Titles and subtitles are aligned at the left margin. The first new line after the title or subtitle is not indented. The following new lines are indented with an automatic tab option, instead of entering (an arbitrary) number of spaces.

The size of text with examples and addendums cannot be longer than authorial sheet (16 pages).
Notation or visual examples are given as addendums to the text where those should precisely be indicated (example 1); they should be marked as example 2, example 3, etc., and numbered in continuity (not as 1a, 1b). Addendums (notation examples, images) are submitted in individual and separate files with clear designation (author’s last name, example 1).
