This book is for students who want help with English grammar. It is written for you
to use without a teacher.

The book will be useful for you ifyou are not sure of the answers to questions like these:
W hat is the difference between | did and | have done?

When do we use will for the future?

W hat is the structure after | wish?

When do we say used to do and when do we say used to doing?

When do we use the?

m What is the difference between like and as?

These and many other points of English grammar are explained in the book, and
there are exercises on each point.

Level

The book is intended mainly for intermediate students (students who have already
studied the basic grammar of English). It concentrates on those structures that
intermediate students want to use, but that often cause difficulty. Some advanced
students who have problems with grammar will also find the book useful.

The book is not suitable for beginning learners.

How the Book Is Organized

There are 142 units in the book. Each unit concentrates on a particular point of
grammar. Some problems (for example, the present perfect or the use of the) are
covered in more than one unit. For a list of units, see the Contents at the beginning of
the book.

Each unit consists of two facing pages. On the left there are explanations and
examples; on the right there are exercises. At the back of the book there is an Answer
Key for you to check your answers to the exercises (page 328).

There are also seven Appendices at the back of the book (pages 286-295). These
include irregular verbs, summaries of verb forms, spelling, and British English.

Finally, there is a detailed Index at the back of the book (pages 363-369).

How to Use the Book

The units are notin order of difficulty, so it is not intended that you work through the
book from beginning to end. Every learner has different problems, and you should
use this book to help you with the grammar that you find difficult.

It is suggested that you work in this way:
m  Use the Contents and/or Index to find which unit deals with the point you are
interested in.
m Ifyou are not sure which units you need to study, use the Study Guide on
page 319.
m  Study the explanations and examples on theleft-hand page of the unityou
have chosen.
m Do the exercises on the right-hand page.
Check your answers with the Answer Key.
m Ifyour answers are not correct, study the left-hand page againto seewhat
went wrong.



You can, of course, use the book simply as a reference book without doing the
exercises.

Additional Exercises

At the back of the book there are Additional Exercises (pages 296-318). These exercises
bring together some of the grammar points from a number of different units. For
example, Exercise 16 brings ¢ ther grammar points from Units 25-34. You can use
these exercises for extra practice liter you have studied and practiced the grammar in
the units concerned.

CD-ROM

The book is sold with -Yhcut a CD-ROM. On the CD-ROM, you will find more
exercises c:. all the units. There are also more than 500 test questions that you can
use to make vour own tests, as well as three interactive games.




To the Teacher

Grammar in Use Intermediate was written as a self-study grammar book, but teachers
may also find it useful as additional course material in cases where further work on
grammar is necessary.

The book will probably be most useful at middle- and upper-intermediate levels
(where all or nearly all of the material will be relevant), and can serve both as a basis
for revision and as a means for practicing new structures. It will also be useful for
some more advanced students who have problems with grammar and need a book for
reference and practice. The book is not intended to be used by beginning learners.

The units are organized in grammatical categories (Present and Past, Articles and Nouns,
Prepositions, etc.). They are not ordered according to level of difficulty, so the book
should not be worked through from beginning to end. It should be used selectively
and flexibly in accordance with the grammar syllabus being used and the difficulties
students are having.

The book can be used for immediate consolidation or for later revision or remedial
work. It might be used by the whole class or by individual students needing extra
help. The left-hand pages (explanations and examples) are written for the student to
use individually, but they may of course be used by the teacher as a source of ideas
and information on Vhich to base a lesson. The student then has the left-hand page as
a record of what has been taught and can refer to it in the future. The exercises can be
done individually, in class or as homework. Alternatively (and additionally), individual
students can be directed to study certain units of the book by themselves if they have
particular difficulties not shared by other students in their class. Don’t forget the
Additional Exercises at the back of the book (see To the Student).

The forms presented in Grammar in Use are those that are most used and generally
accepted in standard spoken North American English. Some native speakers may
regard some of the usages as “incorrect,” for example, the use of who as an object
pronoun, or the use of they to mean “he or she.” In this book, such usages are treated
as standard.

The book is sold with or without a CD-ROM. The CD-ROM contains further
exercises on all the units in the book, a bank of more than 500 test questions from
which users can select to compile their own tests, and three interactive games.

An edition of Grammar in Use Intermediate without the Answer Key is also available.
Some teachers may prefer this for use with their students.

Grammar in Use Intermediate Third Edition

This is a new edition of Grammar in Use Intermediate. The differences between this
edition and the second edition are:

m There are eight new units on phrasal verbs (Units 134-142). There is also
a new unit on Wish (Unit 39). Units 40-79 and 81-134 all have different
numbers from the second edition.

m Some of the material has been revised or reorganized, and in most units
there are minor changes in the examples, explanations, and exercises.

m  The Additional Exercises have been extended. The new exercises are 14-16,
25 30-31, and 37-41.

m The book has been redesigned with new color illustrations.
There isanew CD-ROM with further exercises to accompany the book.
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Present Continuous (I am doing)

Study this example situation:

Sarah is in her car. She is on her way to work.
She is driving to work.

This means: she is driving now, at the time of speaking.
The action is not finished.

Am/is/are + -ing is the present continuous:

I am (= I'm) driving
he/she/it is (= he’s, etc.) working
wel/you/they are (= we’re, etc.) doing, etc.

finished yet:

The action is not necessarily happening at the time of speaking. For example:

Steve is talking to a friend on the phone. He says:

I'm reading a really good book at the
moment. It's about a man who .. ..

Steve is not reading the book at the time of speaking.
He means that he has started it but has not finished it yet.
He is in the middle of reading it.

Some more examples:
m  Kate wants to work in Italy, so she’s studying Italian, (but perhaps she isn’t studying
Italian at the time of speaking)
m Some friends of mine are building their own house. They hope to finish it
next summer.

You can use the present continuous with today / this week / this year, etc. (periods
around now):
m A: You’re working hard today. (not You work hard today)
B: Yes, | have a lot to do.
m The company | work for isn’t doing so well this year.

We use the present continuous when we talk about changes happening around now,
especially with these verbs:

get change become increase rise
fall grow improve begin start

m  The population of the world is increasing very fast. (not increases)

Simple Present (I do)

Study this example situation:

Alex is a bus driver, but now he is in bed asleep.
He is not driving a bus. (He is asleep.)

but He drives abus. (He is a bus driver.)
Drive(s)/work(s)/do(es), etc., is the simple present:

I/wel/you/they  drive/work/do, etc.

We use the simple present to talk about things in general. We use it to say that something
happens all the time or repeatedly, or that something is true in general:

m  Nurses take care of patients in hospitals.

m | usually leave for work at 8 a.m.

m  The earth goes around the sun.

m  The coffee shop opens at 7:30 in the morning.

Sometimes we do things by saying them. For example, when you promise to do something,
you can say “l promise ... when you suggest something, you can say, “l suggest...”:

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Present Continuous and Simple Present 2
( am doing and 1 do)

We use continuous forms for actions and happenings that have started but not finished
(they are eating / itis raining, etc.). Some verbs (for example, know and like) are not
normally used in this way. We do not say “I am knowing” or “they are liking”; we say |
know, they like.

The following verbs are not normally used in the present continuous:

like lose hate want need prefer
know realize suppose mean understand believe remember
belong fit contain  consist seem

m I'm hungry. | want something to eat. (not I’'m wanting)
Do vou understand what | mean?
m Ann doesn’t seem very happy.

Think

Aier think means “believe” or “have an opinion,” we do not use the continuous:
m | think Mary is Canadian, but I’'m not sure. (not I’'m thinking)
m What do youThink about my plan? (= What is your opinion?)

When think means “consider,” the continuous is possible:
I’'m thinking about what happened. I often think about it.
m Nicky is thinking of quitting herjob. (= she is considering it)

He is selfish and He is being selfish

He’sbeing = He’sbehaving / He’s acting. Compare:
m | can’t understand why he’sbeing so selfish. He isn’t usually like that.
(being selfish = behaving selfishly at the moment)
m  He never thinks about other people. He is very selfish. (not He is being)
(= He is selfish generally, not only at the moment)
We use am / is/ are being to say how somebody is behaving. It is not usually possible in
other sentences:
m [t’s hot today. (not It’s being hot)
m  Sarah is very tired. (notis being tired)

See hear smell taste

We normally use the simple present (not continuous) with these verbs:
Do you see that man over there? (not Are you seeing)
m This room smells. Let’s open a window.

We often use can —see hear / smell / taste:
m | can hear astrange noise. Can you hear it?

Look feel

You can use the simple present or continuous to say how somebody looks or feels now:
m You look good today, or You’re looking good today.
m How do you feel now? or How are you feeling now?

Simple Past (I did)

Study this example:

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was an Austrian musician
and composer. He lived from 1756 to 1791. He started
composing at the age of five and wrote more than 600
pieces of music. He was only 35 years old when he died.

Lived/scarted/wrote was died are all simple past.

Very often the simple past ends in -ed (regular verbs):
m | work in a travel agency now. | worked in a department store before.
m We invited theqga to our party, but they decided not to come.
m The police stopped me on my way home last night.
m Laura passed her exam because she studied very hard.

For spelling (stopped, studied, etc.), see Appendix 6.

But many verbs are irregular. This means the simple past does not end in -ed. For example:

(I have done and 1did)

You can use the present perfect (I have done) for new or recent happenings:
m I've lost my keys. Have you seen them?
m  “Is Sally here?” “No, she’sgone out.”
m  The police have arrested two people in connection with the robbery.

You can also use the simple past (I lost, she went, etc.):
m | lost mv ke"s. Did you see them?
m  “Is Sally here?” “No, she went out.”
m The police arrested two people in connection with the robbery.

When we sav that “something has happened,” this is new information:
m  H*ve vou heard? Bill and Sarah have won the lottery!
(>6111 and Sarah won .. )
m The road is closed. There’s been (there has been) an accident.
(or There was an accident)

Use the simple past only (not the present perfect) for things that are not recent or new:
m Mozart was a composer. He wrote more than 600 pieces of music.
(not has been ... has written)
m My mother grew up in Chile. (not has grown)

The present perfect always tells us something about now:
m |I’'m sorry, but I've forgotten your name. (=1 can’t remember it now)
m  Sally isnt here. She’s gone out. (= she is out now)
m | cant find my bag. Have you seen it? (= do you know where it is now?)

You can also use the simple past in all these examples (“I forgot your name,” etc.).

Use the simple past only (not the present perfect) if the situation now is different.
Compare:
m |t has stopped raining, so you don’t need the umbrella.
It stopped raining for a while, but now it’s raining again.

You can use the simple past or present perfect with just, already, and yet.

Just = a short time ago:

We use already to sav that something happened sooner than expected:
m  A: Don’t forget to mail the letter.
B: I already mailed it. or [I'vealready mailed it.

Past Perfect (I had done)

Study this example situation:

At 10:30 At 11:00 Sarah went to a party last week. Eric went to the
party, too, but they didn’t see each other. Eric left
the party at 10:30 and Sarah got there at 11:00. So:
When Sarah got to the party, Eric wasn’t there.

He had gone home.
Had gone is the past perfect (simple):

The past perfect is had + past participle (gone / seen / finished, etc).

Sometimes we talk about something that happened in the past:
m  Sarah got to the party.

m When Sarah arrived at the party, Eric had already gone home.

Some more examples:
m When we got home last night, we found that somebody had broken into our house.

trouble / difficulty / fun / a good time, etc.
a baby (= give birth to a baby) / an operation

You can use the simple present to talk about about people if their plans are fixed
like a schedule:

Often the difference is very small and either form is possible.

We use could in anumber of ways. Sometimes could is the past of can (see Unit 25C):
m Listen. | can hear something, (now)
m | listened. | could hear something, (past)

But could is not only used in this way. We also

use could to talk about possible actions now or What would you
in the future (especially to make suggestions). like to do tonight?

We use could have (done) to talk about the past. Compare:

Something could have happened = it was possible but did not happen:

You should have done something = you didn’t do it, but it would
have been the right thing to do:

You shouldn’t have done something = you did it, but it was the wrong thing to do:

Had better (I’d better / you’d better, etc.)

I’d better do something = it is advisable to do it. If I don’t, there will be a problem
or a danger:
m | have to meet Amy in 10 minutes. I’d better go now or I'll be late.
m “Do you think | should take an umbrella?” “Yes, you’d better. It might rain.
m We’d better stop for gas soon. The tank is almost empty.

The negative is I’d better not (= | had better not):
m  “Are you going out tonight?” “I’d better not. I've got a lot of work to do.”

m You don’t look very well. You’d better not go to work today.
Remember that:

The form is “had better” (usually 1’d better / you’d better, etc., in spoken English):
m |'d better go now = | had better go now.

Had is normally past, but the meaning of had better is present or future, not past:
m I'd better go to the bank now / tomorrow.

We say I'd better do (not to do).
m It might rain. We’d better take an umbrella. (not We’d better to take)

Had better and should

Had better is similar to should but not exactly the same. We use had better only for a
specific situation (not for things in general). You can use should in all types of situations to
give an opinion or give advice:

m It’s cold. You’d better wear a coat when you go out. (a specific situation)

m You're always at home. You should go out more often, (in general - not “had

better go”)

Also, with had better, there is always a danger or a problem if you don’t follow the advice.
Should only means “it is a good thing to do.” Compare:

m It’s a great movie. You should go and see it. (but no problem if you don’)

m The movie starts at 8:30. You’d better go now, or you’ll be late.

It’stime ...

You can say It’stime (for somebody) to do something:
m It’stime to go home. / It’stime for us to go home.

m |t’s late. It’stime we went home.

You can say “l wish you luck / all the best/ success/ a happy birthday,” etc.:

We say “wish somebody something” (luck / a happy birthday, etc.). But you cannot

Have/get something done

Study this example situation:

The roof of Lisa’s house was damaged in a storm.
Yesterday a worker came and repaired it.

Lisa had the roofrepaired yesterday.

This means: Lisa arranged for somebody else to
repair the roof. She didn’t repair it herself.

Lisa

We use have something done to say that we arrange for somebody else to do something
for us. Compare:
m Lisarepaired the roof. (= she repaired it herself)
Lisa had the roofrepaired. (= she arranged for somebody else to repair it)
m “Did you paint your apartment yourself?” “Yes, | like doing things like that.”
“Did you have your apartment painted?” “No, | painted it myself.”

Be careful with word order. The past participle (repaired/cut, etc.) is after the object:

have Object Past Participle
Lisa had the roof repaired yesterday.
Where did you have your hair cut?
Our neighbor hasjust had air conditioning installed in her house.
We are having the house painted this week.
How often do you have Yyour car serviced?
Why don’t you have that coat cleaned?
I don’t like having my picture taken.

Get something done

You can also say “get something done” instead of “have something done” (mainly in
informal spoken English):

m When are you going to get the roofrepaired? (= have the roof repaired)

m | think you should get your hair cut really short.

Sometimes have (or get) something done has a different meaning. For example:

m Eric had his license taken away for driving too fast again and again.

or Eric got his license taken away for driving . ..

This does not mean that he arranged for somebody to take his license away. It means that
his license was taken away by the police.
W ith this meaning, we use have (orget) something done to say that something happens
to somebody or their belongings. Usually what happens is not nice:

m James got his passport stolen. (= his passport was stolen)

m Have you ever had your flight canceled? (= has your flight ever been canceled?)

In writing we use

to show direct speech.
mported: Tom said that he was feeling sick.

When we use reported speech, the main verb of the sentence is usually past (Tom said
that.../ Itold her that. .., etc.). The rest of the sentence is usually past, too:

m  Tom said that he was feeling sick.

m | told her that I didn’t have any money.

You can leave out that. So you can say:
m  Tom said that he was feeling sick, or Tomsaid he was feeling sick.

Reported Speech 2

It is not always necessary to change the verb in reported speech. If you report something
and the situation hasnt changed, you do not need to change the verb to the past:
m direct: Tom said, “My new job is very interesting.”
reported: Tom said that his new job is very interesting.
(The situation hasn’t changed. His job is still interesting.)

m direct:  Ann said, “l want to go to South America next year.”
reported: Ann told me that she wants to go to South America next year.
(Ann still wants to go to South America next year.)

You can also change the verb to the past:
m  Tom said that his new job was very interesting.
m  Ann told me that she wanted to go to South America next year.

But if you are reporting a finished situation, you must use a past verb:
m  Paul left the room suddenly. He said he had to go. (not has to go)

You need to use a past form when there is a difference between what was said and what is

really true. For example:
Sonia said you wer

Joe is in the hospital. n the hospital.

You met Sonia a few days ago.
She said: “Joe is in the hospital.” (direct speech)

Later that day you meetJoe in the street* You say:
“l didn’t expect to see you, Joe. Sonia said you
were in the hospital.” (not “Sonia said you are in
the hospital,” because he clearly is not)

Say and tell

If you say ivho somebody is talking to, use tell: TELL SOMEBOD
m  Sonia told me that you were in the hospital. (not Sonia said me)
m  What did you tell the police? (not say the police)

Otherwise use say: SAY SOMEBOD-
m  Sonia said that you were in the hospital, (not Sonia told that...)
m  What did you say?

But you can say something to somebody:
m  Ann said good-bye to me and left. (not Ann said me good-bye)
m  What did you say to the police?

Tell/ask somebody to do something

We also use the infinitive (to do / to stay, etc.) in reported speech, especially
with tell and ask (for orders and requests):
m direct:  “Stay in bed for a few days,” the doctor said to me.
reported: The doctor told me to stay in bed for a few days.
m direct:  “Don’t shout,” | said to Jim.
reported: | told Jim not to shout.
m direct:  “Please don’t tell anybody what happened,”Jackie said to me.
reported: Jackie asked me not to tell anybody what (had) happened.

You can also say “Somebody said (not) to do something”:
m Jackie said not to tell anyone. (butwotJackie said me)

Note the position of prepositions in questions beginning W ho/W hat/W hich/W here .
m Who do you want to speak to? m W hat was the weather like yesterday?
m Which job has Ann applied for? m Where are you from?

You can use preposition + whom in formal style:
m Towhom do you wish to speak?

Isn’tit...?/ Didn’tyou ... etc. (negative questions)

We use negative questions especially to show surprise:
m Didn’t you hear the doorbell? I rang it three times.

or when we expect the listener to agree with us:
m “Haven’t we met somewhere before?” “Yes, | think we have.”

Note the meaning of yes and no in answers to negative questions:
Yes. (= Yes, | want to go)

In these examples have/can’t/was/do are auxiliary (= helping) verbs.

You can use an auxiliary verb when you do not want to repeat something:

Use do/does/did for the simple present and past:

“Yes, | do.” (= I like onions)
m “Does Mark play soccer?” “He did, but he doesn’t any more.”
You can use auxiliary verbs to deny what somebody says (= say it is not true):
B “You’re sitting in my place.” “No, I’'m not.” (= I'm not sitting in your place)
m “You didn’t lock the door before you left.” “Yes, 1 did.” (= | locked th*door)

We use You have? / She isn’t? / They do?, etc. to show interest in what
somebody has said:

m  “|’'vejust seen David.” “You have? How is he?”

m “Liz isn’t feeling very well today.” “She isn’t? What’s wrong with her?”
m  “|t rained every day during our vacation.” *“It did? What a shame!”

m ‘Jim and Karen are getting married.” “They are? Really?”

We use auxiliary verbs with so and neither:
m “I'm tired.” “So am L.” (= I'm tired, too)
m  “l never read newspapers.” “Neither do 1.” (= | never read newspapers either)
m  Sue doesn’t have a car, and neither does Mark.
Note the word order after so and neither (verb before subject):
m | passed the exam, and so did Paul. (notso Paul did)

You can also use'not... either instead of neither:
m “l don’t have any money.” “Neither do I.” or “l don’teither.”

I think so/ | hope so, etc.
After some verbs you can use so when you do not want to repeat something:

m  “Are those people Australian?” “I think so.” (= I think they are Australian)
m “Will you be home tomorrow morning?” “l guess so. (= 1 guess I'll be home ...)
m “Do you think Kate has been invited to the party?” “l suppose so0.”

You can also say: | hope so and I’'m afraid so.

Try to do = attempt to do, make an effort to do:
m | was very tired. | tried to keep my eyes open, but I couldn’t.
m  Please try to be quiet when you come home. Everyone will be asleep.

Try also means “do something as an experiment or test.” For example:
m These cookies are delicious. You should try one. (= you should have one to see if
you like it)
m We couldn’t find anywhere to stay. We tried every hotel in the town, but they
were all full. (= we went to every hotel to see if they had a room)

Iftry (with this meaning) is followed by a verb, we say try -ing:
m  A: The photocopier doesn’t seem to be working.
B: Try pressing the green button. (= press the green button - maybe thiswill help
to solve the problem)

Compare:

m | didnt like the way the furniture was arranged, so I tried moving thetable to the
other side of the room.

Need to do, need to be done, and need doing

I need to do something = it is necessary for me to do it:

Something needs to be done = someone needs to do it:
m My cell phone needs to be charged.
m Do you think my pants need to be washed?

Sometimes we use need doing instead of need to be done:
m My cell phone needs charging.
m Do you think my pants need washing?

m Everybody helped to clean up after the party, or
Everybody helped clean up ...

m |’d love to meet your family.
m Would you prefer to have dinner now or later?

Compare | like and I would like (1’d like):
m | like playing tennis. / I like to play tennis. (= I like it in general)
m I'd like to play tennis today. (= | want to play today)

Would mind is always followed by -ing (notto ...):
m Would you mind closing the door, please?

I would like to have done something = | regret now that I didn’t or couldn’t do it:
m It’stoo bad we didn’t seeJohnny when we were in Nashville. I would like to have
seen him again.
m We’d like to have gone on vacation, but we didn’t have enough money.

You can use the same structure after would love / would hate / would prefer:

We use afraid to do for things we do intentionally; we can choose to do them or not:

(= they don’t want to walk here because it is dangerous - so they don’)
m James was afraid to tell his parents what happened.
(= he didn’t want to tell them because he knew they would be angry/worried, etc.)

I am afraid ofsomething happening = it is possible that something bad will happen (for
example, an accident).
We do not use afraid of-ing for things we do intentionally:

If one short action follows another short action, you can use the simple -ing form (doing ir
of having done) for the first action:
m Taking akey out of his pocket, he opened the door.

These structures are used more in written English than in spoken English.

You can use an -ing phrase to explain something, or to say why somebody does something.
The -ing phrase usually comes at the beginning of the sentence:

Feeling tired, | went to bed early. (= because | felt tired)

Being unemployed, he doesn’t have much money. (= because he is unemployed)

m We sang some songs.

m Did you buy any apples?

We use many and few with plural
countable nouns:
m We didn’t take many pictures.
m | have a few things to do.

It wasn’t your fault. It was an accident.

Uncountable
m | eatrice every day.
m | like rice.

Rice is an uncountable noun.

An uncountable noun has
only one form (rice).

We cannot use numbers with uncountable
nouns. So we cannot say “one rice,”
“two rices,” etc.

furniture information luck luggage news permission

m  Enjoy your vacation! | hope you have good weather, (notagood weather)

These nouns are not usually plural (so we do not say “breads,” “furnitures,” etc.):
m Where are you going to put all your furniture? (not furnitures)
m Let me know ifyou need more information, (notinformations)

News is uncountable, not plural:
m The news was very depressing. (not The news were)

Travel (noun) means traveling ingeneral (uncountable). We do not say “a travel” to mean a trip
m  They spend alot of money on travel.
m  We had a very good trip, (nota good travel)

Compare these countable and uncountable nouns:

You cannot use singular countable nouns alone (without a/the/my, etc.):

m  What a beautiful day!
m |'ve got a headache.

B We use a/an ... to say what kind of thing or person something/somebody is:
m That’sa nice table.

In the plural, we use the noun alone (not some . ..):
m Those are nice chairs, (notsome nice chairs)

Compare singular and plural:

A dog is an animal. Dogs are animals.

I’m an optimist. We’re optimists.

Tim’s father is a doctor. Most of my friends are students.
Are you a good driver? Are they good students?

Jill is a really nice person. Jill’s parents are really nice people.
What a pretty dress! W hat awful shoes!

We say that somebody has along nose / anice face / blue eyes / small hands, etc.

Jack has a long nose. Jack has blue eyes.

We use the + adjective (without a noun) to talk about groups of people, especially:

the young the rich the sick the blind the injured
the old the poor the disabled the deaf the dead
the elderly the homeless the unemployed

The young = young people, the rich = rich people, etc.:
m Do you think the rich should pay higher taxes?
m The government has promised to provide more money to help the homeless.

These expressions are always plural in meaning. For example, you cannot say “a young” or
“the injured” for one person. You must say “a young person,” “the injured woman,” etc.

Note that we say “the poor” (not the poors), “the young” (not the youngs), etc.

The + nationality

You can use the + nationality adjectives that end in -ch or -sh (the French / the English /
the Spanish, etc.) The meaning is “the people of that country”:

m The French are famous for their food. (= the people of France)
The French / the English, etc. are plural in meaning. We do not say “a French / an English.”
You have to say a Frenchman / an Englishwoman, etc.

You can also use the + nationalities ending in -ese (the Chinese / the Sudanese /
the Japanese, etc.):

m The Chinese invented printing.
But these words can also be singular (aJapanese, a Sudanese, a Vietnamese, etc.).
Also a Swiss (singular) and the Swiss (= the people of Switzerland)

W ith other nationalities, the plural noun ends in -s. For example:

an Italian —»ltalians a Mexican —»Mexicans a Thai —»Thais

We do not often use the plural of person (persons). We normally use people (aplural word):

m He’sa nice person, but They are nice people. (notnice persons)
m Many people don’t have enough to eat. (not Many people doesn’t)

We think of a sum of money, a period of time, a distance, etc., as one thing. So we use a

singular verb:
m Twenty thousand dollars (= it) was stolen in the robbery, (notwere stolen)
m Three years (= it) is along time to be without ajob. (not Three years are)
m Six miles is a long way to walk every day.

In general we use some (also somebody/someone/something) in positive sentences and
any (also anybody, etc.) in negative sentences:

some any
We bought some flowers. We didn’t buy any flowers.
He’s busy. He’s got some work to do. He’s lazy. He never does any work.
There’ssomebody at the door. There isn’t anybody at the door.
I’'m hungry. | want something to eat. I’m not hungry. | don’t want anythin.

We use any in the following sentences because the meaning is negative:
m  She went out without any money, (she didn’t take any money with her)
m He refused to eat anything, (he didn’t eat anything)
m Hardly anybody passed the examination. (= almost nobody passed)

We use both some and any in questions. We use some to talk about a person or thing that
we know exists or we think exists:
m  Are you waiting for somebody? (I think you are waiting for somebody)

We use some in questions when we offer or ask for things:
m Would you like something to eat? (there is something to eat)
m  Can | have some sugar, please? (there is probably some sugar | can have)

But in most questions, we use any. We do not know if the thing or person exists:
m  “Do you have any luggage?” “No, | dont.”
m | can’t find my bag. Has anybody seen it?

We often use any after if:
m |fthere are any letters for me, can you send them on?
m Ifanyone has any questions, I'll be glad to answer them.
m Let me know ifyou need anything.

The following sentences have the idea of if:
m I'm sorry for any trouble I've caused. (= if | have caused any trouble)
m  Anyone who wants to take the exam should tell me by Friday. (= if there isanyone

We also use any with the meaning “it doesn’t matter which”:
m  You can take any bus. They all go downtown. (= it doesn’t matter which busyou tak
m  “Sing asong.”

We use no + noun. No = not a or not any:
m We had to walk home because there was no bus. (= there wasn’t a bus)
m  Sue will have no difficulty finding ajob. (= Sue won’t have any difficulty . ..)
m  There were no stores open. (= There weren’t any stores open.)

You can use no + noun at the beginning of a sentence:
m No reason was given for the change of plan.

We use none without a noun:
m “How much money do you have?” “None.” (= no money)
m  All the tickets have been sold. There are none left. (= no tickets left)

Or we use noneof...:
m  This money is all yours. None ofit is mine.

After none of + plural (none of the students, none of them, etc.) the verb can be singular
or plural. A plural verb is more common:
m None of the stores were (or was) open.

Nothing nobody/no one nowhere

You can use these negative words at the beginning of a sentence or alone (as answers
to questions):

m Nobody (or No one) came to visit me while | was in the hospital.

m  “What happened?” “Nothing.”

m “Where are you going?” “Nowhere. I'm staying here.”

You can also use these words after a verb, especially after be and have:
m  The house is empty. There’sno one living there.
m We had nothing to eat.

Nothing/nobody, etc. = not + anything/anybody, etc.:
m | didn’t say anything. (= I said nothing.)
m Jane didn’t tell anybody about her plans. (=Jane told nobody .. .)
m  They don’t have anywhere to live. (= They have nowhere to live.)

With nothing/nobody, etc., do not use a negative verb (isn’t, didn’t, etc.):
m | said nothing. (not | didn’t say nothing)
m Nobody tells me anything. (not Nobody doesn’t tell me)

We also use any/anything/anybody, etc. (without not) to mean “it doesn’t matter
which/what/who” (see Unit 83D). Compare no- and any-:
m  There was no bus, so we walked home.
You can take any bus. They all go downtown. (= it doesn’t matter which)
m “What do you want to eat?”

All and everything

We use who in a relative clause when we are talking about people (not things):

Still, yet, and already
Anymore /any longer / no longer

Still

We use still to say that a situation or action is continuing. It hasn’t changed or stopped:
m It’s 10:00 and Joe is still in bed.
m When | went to bed, Chris was still working.
m Do you still want to go to the party, or have you changed your mind?

Still usually goes in the middle of the sentence with the verb (see Unit 107).

Anymore / any longer / no longer

We use not...anymore ornot...any longer to say that a situation has changed.
Anymore and any longer go at the end of a sentence:
m  Lucy doesn’t work here anymore (orany longer). She left last month.
(not Lucy doesn’t still work here.)
m  We used to be good friends, but we aren’t anymore (orany longer).

You can also use no longer. No longer goes in the middle of the sentence:
m Lucy no longer works here.

Note that we do not normally use no more in this way:
m We are no longer friends, (not We are no more friends.)

Compare still and not...anymore:
m  Sally still works here, but Ann doesn’t work here anymore.

Yet

Yet = until now. We use yet mainly in negative sentences (He isn’t here yet) and questions
(is he here yet?). Yet shows that the speaker is expecting something to happen.

Yet usually goes at the end of a sentence:
m It’s 10:00 and Joe isn’t here yet.
m Have you met your new neighbors yet?
m “Where are you going for vacation?” “We don’t know yet.”
We often use yet with the presentperfect (Have you m et...yet?). See Unit 8D.

Compare yet and still:
m  Mike lost hisjob six months ago and is still unemployed.
Mike lost hisjob six months ago and hasn’t found anotherjob yet.
m s it still raining?
Has it stopped raining yet?

Still is also possible in negative sentences (before the negative):
m  She said she would be here an hour ago, and she still hasn’t come.
This is similar to “she hasnt come yet.” But still ...not shows a stronger feeling of
surprise or impatience. Compare:
m | wrote to him last week. He hasn’t replied yet. (but | expect he will reply soon)
m | wrote to him months ago and he still hasn’t replied, (he should have replied before now)

Already

We use already to say that something happened sooner than expected. Already usually
goes in the middle of a sentence (see Unit 107):
m “What time is Sue leaving?” “She has already left.” (= sooner than you expected)
m  Should I tell Joe what happened, or does he already know?
m |'vejust had lunch, and I’'m already hungry.

You can use even though / even when / even if + subject + verb:

But even if | don’t see you tomorrow, I'm sure we’ll
see each other before the weekend.

You cannot use even in this way (+ subject + verb). We say:

In and at for towns, etc.

But you can use at orin when you think of the place as a point or station on a trip:

m Does this train stop at (orin) Denver? (= at the Denver station)
m  We stopped at (orin) a small town on the way to Denver.

We use by in many expressions to say how we do something. For example, you can:
send something by mail contact somebody by phone / by e-mail / by fax
do something by hand pay by check / by credit card
m Can | pay by credit card?

m You can contact me by phone, by fax, or by e-mail.

But we say pay cash or pay in cash (not by cash).

We also say by mistake / by accident/ by chance:
m  We hadn’t arranged to meet. We met by chance.

But we say “do something on purpose” (= you mean to do it):
m | didn’t do it on purpose. It was an accident.

Note that we say by chance, by check, etc. (not by the chance / by a check). In these
expressions we use by + noun without “the” or “a.”

In the same way, we use by.. .to say how somebody travels:
by car / by train / by plane / by boat/ by ship / by bus / by bike, etc.
by road / by rail / by air / by sea/ by subway

(B decides this at the time of speaking)
m  That bag looks heavy. I’ll help you with it.
m | won’t tell anybody what happened. | promise, (won’t = will not)

3.3 Future happenings and situations
Most often we use will to talk about future happenings (something will happen) or
situations (something will be):

We use (be) going to when the situation now shows what is going to happen in thefuture:

I’ll be lying on a beach or swimming
in the ocean.

3.5 We use the present (not will) after when/if/while/before, etc. (see Unit 24):
