1.2 The text

The text of your paper should be formatted as follows:

- The text should be set to single line spacing.

- Paragraphs should be justified. 

- The first paragraph after a section or subsection should not be indented; subsequent paragraphs should be indented by 5 mm.

Captions should be typed in 9-point Times. They should be centred above the tables and flush left. 

2.2 Positioning 

Place the figure and table as close as possible after the point where it is first referenced in the text.
