STRING INSTRUMENTS
*Violin:

- A large concerto (three movements) or a recital lasting a minimum of 30 minutes (the recital must include: a chamber sonata, a solo violin piece, and a virtuoso work)
The entire program is performed from memory, except for the chamber sonata.
*Viola:

- A large concerto (three movements) or a recital lasting a minimum of 30 minutes (the recital must include: a chamber sonata, a solo viola piece, and a virtuoso work)

The entire program is performed from memory, except for the chamber sonata.
*Cello:

- A large concerto (three movements) or a recital lasting a minimum of 30 minutes (the recital must include: a chamber sonata, a solo cello piece, and a virtuoso work)

The entire program is performed from memory, except for the chamber sonata.
*Double Bass:

- A large concerto (three movements) or a recital lasting a minimum of 30 minutes (the recital must include: a chamber sonata, a solo double bass piece, and a virtuoso work)

The entire program is performed from memory, except for the chamber sonata.

*Flute:

A large concerto (three movements) and a recital lasting a minimum of 30 minutes (the recital must include: a chamber sonata, a virtuoso piece, and an etude)

One of the compositions must be performed from memory (concerto or sonata).
*Clarinet:

A large concerto (three movements) and a recital lasting a minimum of 30 minutes (the recital must include: a chamber sonata, a virtuoso piece, and an etude)
One of the compositions must be performed from memory (concerto or sonata).
*Trumpet:
A large concerto (three movements) and a recital lasting a minimum of 30 minutes (the recital must include: a chamber sonata, a virtuoso piece, and an etude)

*Trombone:
A large concerto (three movements) and a recital lasting a minimum of 30 minutes (the recital must include: a chamber sonata, a virtuoso piece, and an etude)

4. A virtuoso piece of free choice

HARMONICA

1. A polyphonic composition (preludes and fugues from The Well-Tempered Clavier or organ works by Bach)
2. D. Scarlatti: Sonata (optional: Rameau, Couperin)
3. A cyclical composition
4. A virtuoso composition
5. A lyrical piece
